Minutes approved as presented
Marcus moved to approve the 2009 budget as presented, seconded & passed.

Crime Prevention and Safety

Portland Police Bureau is restructuring - West of 39th will be served by Central Precinct, East of 39th, by East Precinct.
Regarding reporting crimes, shop lifting, passing counterfeit bills etc:  it is very important to report; retaliation has not been an issue except rarely.

Katherine could get a presentation from Sara at the Portland Police Bureau for businesses for one of the 4th Wednesday am meeting.

There is a lot of transient activity on the east side.  Homelessness/transience is a health issue.  Merchants are seeing more aggressiveness and more visible panhandling/presence.  It helps to talk with the most verbal ones.  There is an NA meeting at noon at the Foster Meeting Hall located at 4704 SE 65th.  The bicycle patrol plan is in process.  They followed through on the camping group in the alley between 16th & 18th.  One of the groups that feeds people has been moved to under the Hawthorne Bridge.  HAND was not notified of this plan and is concerned about the impact on the district.  There are a lot of homeless people with shopping carts near the Esplanade.  It could be a bit overwhelming at night.  
HAND

The annual clean-up for HAND is May 2nd at Cleveland High School.  Large yard debris, not for commercial businesses, small fee, no toxic waste.

Looking at permit consolidation right now.  Commissioners Saltzman and Leonard both have plans to present April 16th @ 6pm.  We need help with dealing with the contradictions in the code.

There’s no good side to access the pedestrian lane planned for the streetcar and pedestrian bridge across the Willamette.
Division Street Transportation Plan, 6pm 1st Wednesday at Carvlin Hall.

Senate Bill 907 – would allow design guidelines if interested.

There will be a light rail station @ 12th and Gideon – The PSU design students are working on it.  The horn blowing is still an issue.  The gates tend to take way too long to open and close.  There are issues of bus /street car/light rail funding allocations to serve all.  Could the light rail be underground?  No, too expensive.  Connectivity is bad in that area.
