There is going to be a reservoir meeting with federal people in attendance.  Hoping to get a Portland variance to not cover the reservoirs.  Will test for a year to prove no problems with our water.  It would cost $800,000,000 for covering the reservoirs, and building the treatment plants.

The Gateway to Mt. Tabor area needed cleaning, so Kevin arranged to have it done.  Who is supposed to clean and maintain this area?  HBBA has $500 set aside to help, but Mt. Tabor will be asked by Darren how they plan to contribute?

Noo Noodles is in the former Italian Joint; The Eclectica space is now Voodoo Tattoo.
Agape Christian and the pet store are empty; Joy House is now in the Cat’s Meow space.  

Joe Bike is next to Nomad to the west.  A reminder to the Board Members to get names and information for the website and mailing list.   The NE 41st development has one new lessee now.
Division of Street for Street Fair Walk & Talk
Needed are dues forms, a list of members, and a street fair info sheet.  There is also a website form to encourage membership.  A sign-up sheet was handed around to start the sign up process.

Marketing

The World Flag

www.Theworldflag.org Leela Vox Alexander has been talking to businesses and the Portland Business Alliance about a fund raiser for Sunnyside Environmental School.  The 1st Annual World Flag weekend will be on Oct. 2nd, 3rd, and 4th.  Hawthorne is to kick off a city-wide effort.  The World Flag Badge is on the HBBA website.  15% to HBBA and 85% of profits to the school.  All about promoting unity and coming together as a global neighborhood.  It’s about expanding our vision.  Its cost is $55 for a 3’ x 5’ flag, pole, bracket and installation.  
Questions?  How much actually goes to the school?  If the children sell a flag the entire profit would go to the school.  Suggest crafting an e-mail that is sent to their list serve.  Hope to see many businesses become involved.  Principal Taylor is supportive, but Linda noted it needs to be integrated into all the other fundraising activities and has the approval of the parents and PTA.  HBBA supports banners and American flags.

Land Use

Rivermark Community Credit Union hopes to rebuild it’s branch at 26th.  The plan is to build a new two story building.  8820 sq. ft., access form Hawthorne.  The current building will be demolished and change the parking to 7 in back for employees and 12 for customers below the street level.  They will keep the trees and widen the sidewalk to 12’.  Access from 26th for the drive through, bikes and walk-up.  Covered bicycle parking and a bio-swale, including a landscaping plan.  A CS zone change is needed to reduce coverage from 50% to 28% to the north.  It is an R2.5 zone and could have 3 homes on it someday.  They have gone from 52 employees on site to 12.  The building will also include a meeting space.  Brick, glass, translucent material – acrylic resin.  

Timeline – comments by May 22nd plus 60 days, plus 60 days for drawings.  Open in 2010.
Also noted was the request for a commercial use in the buildings at 1620 – 1624 SE Hawthorne.

APNBA

A request regarding the Columbia River Bridge.  Roger moved that HBBA endorse and support the 12 lane river crossing of the Columbia River as reflected in the APNBA proposed letter:  good freight transfer, less pollution and more types of transportation.  Seconded & passed.

The conference is happening on June 4th at Lloyd DoubleTree.  Roger invited all to attend.  This is a great opportunity to network and learn.  Karin suggested funding up to $50/person for 4 spaces at least.  Roger, Peter, and Karin will attend and Roger will send a notice and request to the list serve.

APNBA now has 21 Board Members and had a Board orientation on Monday.
